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THE PROJECT CONSORTIUM

The driving rationale behind
the Pro-VET consortium is
the development of a strong
partnership between twelve
key HE institutions in four
European Member States
(Finland, Ireland, Germany
and Netherland) and two
Partner Countries (Russia
and Serbia), which would

be strategically positioned

to facilitate and promote

the Pro-VET concept focused
on building a network of HEls
providing teacher training to
the VET sector in Russia and
Serbia, capacitating this
network on European
practices in VET and ensuring
the sustainability of this
network.

The capacity building is focused on
the core team of 8 HEIs from Russia
and Serbia with emphasis on the
academic staff — teacher trainers and
support researchers where necessary.
The ICT capacity upgrading will
affect the 8 HEls by developing
modern interactive e-learning labs
for each institution to be used in
teacher training, course development
and as a showcase learning
environment.
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
